Work in the Kasiya Churches

Last Saturday (5/19), | went out to the Kasiya churches with several folks from the
Lilongwe Baptist Association, for a time of training with church leaders on f#assiles

and stewardship. Among the good things that happened, was that one of our members
from the Bondo church told me that a man who we visited and prayed for last time | was
at his church is doing much better, and was able to walk to church last week. This kind of
answer to prayer is part of a good witness here, the issue of who has power over the
forces that harm people's lives is part of what leads people toward Christ or some othe
commitment of their spiritual lives. Two concerns from the churches at Kasiya- our

church at Nyanda is loosing members, and some of the other churches in the area have
been saying that it's not really a church, but a satanic meeting. While this may sound
unusual to you in the States, older church leaders and missionaries alike have told me that
this is not unheard of here. Also, there are no women attending the church there with their
husbands. I've been there twice to teach the men about what the Bible says about being
good spiritual leaders

Bicycle Evangelism

Its that time of year again, when teams of volunteers from the States have begumn comi
out to do evangelism in villages. One day late last month, | accompanied several
volunteers to do evangelism in a village south of Lilongwe, perhaps 10 miles from the
Mozambique border. Some of the villages were that remote that we couldn't drive there,
we had to go by bike in teams of twos. (One American and one Malawian interpreter).
Part of the reason | was invited to go along was so that my truck could be used to
transport bicycles.
